Proceedings of 4™ ABIDe task force meeting on
‘Water Supply & Sanitation’
Chaired by Shri. Ananth Kumar, Vice-Chairman, ABIDe
3-10-08, 6.30 PM

At the outset, Smt. Latha Krishna Rao, Chairperson, BWSSB welcomed the Vice

Chairman, Convenor and other members & invitees present and made a comprehensive

presentation on Water Supply & Sanitation situation in Bengaluru covering an overview

of BWSSB, Current scenario of water supply to different parts of city, Population growth,

Water Demand, Supply, Shortfall/gap in MLD, Existing water supply connections, the

various ongoing and pipeline projects to augment Watersupply, Sewage treatment etc.

The Chairperson also informed that the present water supply gap was about 150 MLD but
would go up to 655 MLD by 2020 and committed a list of pI‘OJCClS which would be

completed within the next 100 days, 6 months and 1 year.

During discussions the following points emerged;

Ramesh Ramanathan, Member, ABIDe made a suggestion that like the Power
Sector, wherein the generation, transmission and distribution functions being
discharged by different agencies, the same could be adopted for Water Sector as
well.

While discussing the need for preparing a bill to make rain water harvesting
mandatory, Principal Secretary, Urban Development informed that a draft bill had
been prepared and is presently under scrutiny in Department of Law &
Parliamentary Affairs. On the same subject Dr. K.V. Raju, Economic Adviser to
the Chief Minister informed that a draft bill had been drafted by ISEC and could
be looked into to bring it into force.

Chairperson, BWSSB was of the opinion that to regulate supply of Water through
tankers, issue of trade licenses by BBMP could be considered.

Shri. Ananth Kumar, Vice-Chairman, ABIDe wanted to know from BBMP,
whether it would be possible to resurrect one Rajakaluve completely. Chief
Engineer (SWD), BBMP informed that BBMP was undertaking an effort in a

certain stretch of Vrishabhavathi Valley to develop it as a model River Front.
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e On implementation of 24 X 7 water supply, Principal Secretary, UDD informed
the Task Force that it had been successfully tried out in Hubli-Dharwad and
should be replicated in Bangalore and taken up under a PPP mode.

e On the Budgetary Support requirement for BWSSB, Principal Secretary, UDD
informed that the CRISIL Report on Investment requirement in Greater Bangalore
had estimated around Rs. 31,000 Crores as the total Investment requirement by
2012 and that the investment requirement for Water Supply was around Rs.
12,000 crores.

e The Water and Sanitation approach revolved around the looming and increase
Water gap of 655 MLD by 2020.

After detailed discussion, the following decisions were taken;

1. BWSSB to immediately take up works without waiting for approval under
JNNURM.

2. The financing plan for BWSSB works to be worked out by a Committee headed
by the Hon’ble Minister for BWSSB , PrinSec UD, Eco Advisor to CM, BWSSB

in association with Dr. Ravindra and present it by next ABIDe mtg.

3. For resolving Right of Way issues, especially with NHAI, a Committee headed by
the Hon’ble Minister for BWSSB, with Dr. Ravindra, and concerned stakeholders,
BWSSB, BDA and BBMP constituted.

4. Draft Cabinet Note/Act to to make rain water Harvesting Mandatory to be

circulated before 10" October.

5. BWSSB to circulate the Tamilnadu Act and Model of Rain Water Harvesting.
(Action: Chairperson, BWSSB)

6. Dr. K.V. Raju, Economic Adviser to the Chief Minister, should circulate Draft

Bill on Ground Water Regulation (prepared by ISEC) to ABIDe Task Force.
(Action: Dr. K.V. Raju)
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BWSSB to frame guidelines for regulation of quality and taxation of water
Supply through tankers.

BWSSB to furnish a calendar for undertaking ground breaking ceremonies within
a week’s time.

(Action: Chairperson, BWSSB)

Water supply on 24 X 7 mode will be taken up for implementation in 4 wards.
One in each zone and to complete implementation of this in atleast 1 ward within
the next 3 months. Chairperson BWSSB will get names of wards from the
Hon’ble Minister for BWSSB.

(Action.: Chairperson, BWSSB)

Shri. Ananth Kumar, Chairman wanted to a status report on Lakes by the next
meeting from BMRDA which covers the following
a. How many lakes are there in the BMRDA jurisdiction and ownership of
each of them.
b. Status of each lake including amount of encroachment of each, Capacity,
current status .
c. How many comes under the purview of LDA and how many transferred to
BBMP/BDA
He desired that Honble Minister BWSSB chair a meeting with all stakeholders
(Principle Secy UD, LDA, BMRDA, BBMP, BDA, Minor Irrigation) within 3
days and bring out a Draft lake policy.
(Action: Principle Secretary, UD)
In order to make laying of Dual Water supply Pipelines mandatory in all public
and Private layouts being developed, Committee headed by the Hon’ble Minister
for BWSSB, with Dr. Ravindra, and concerned stakeholders, BWSSB, BDA and
BBMP constituted to examine the issue of jurisdiction of BWSSB to extend to
BMRDA and to finalize the suitable amendments to BWSSB act to make dual

water pipelines mandatory. Committee will give report in 15 days.
