Proceedings of ABIDe task force meeting chaired by Shri. Ananth Kumar, Vice-Chairman, ABIDe

PS PWD presented the STRR (Satellite Town Ring Road) project which connects 7 major towns
Doddaballapur, Devanahalli, Hoskote, Anekal, Kanakapura, Ramanagara and Magadi. STRR provides
connectivity all the five major satellite towns, Bidadi, Ramanagaram, Sathanur, Solur and Nandagudi of
BMRDA. STRR Project started in the year 2006 as a part of the BMRDA plan to provide infrastructure
road facility at the periphery of the city to de centralizes the traffic pressure on Bengaluru at the
distance of 50 to 60 kilometers.

360 KMS is the proposed length of the STRR Road parallel to NICE Road. STRR provides smooth, efficient
and high speed corridor caters to the future growth of Bengaluru.

Chair requested the PS PWD to explain the access to International Airport.
There are two projects proposals —

1. Expressway which is from Horamavu on ORR to Airport
2. IRR (Intermediate Ring Road (After peripheral and before STRR)

Vice Chairman asked whether these projects are implementable or not? We want multiple accesses to
BIAL. Earlier ABIDe has suggested that instead of having one access to BIAL we will have an east side and
west side access.

Vice Chairman asked the PS PWD to explain and convince how STRR can create multiple accesses to
BIAL. Vice Chairman also asked the PS PWD whether the DPR and bidding is done for the proposed STRR
project.

PRS PWD - Engineering study, Feasibility study has been done and went for the bidding. Pre qualification
of the bidders also collected about one and half years ago for all four segments (East, West, North and
South). 4525 Crores is the estimated cost of the project, which includes all 4 segments. Required land
acquisition is about 7265 Acers, out of which 602 Acres is Government land. Under state highway act
land acquisition notification is also done. This project was declared as a state highway to smoothen the
land acquisition. About 725 Crores needed for the land acquisition, Govt has sanctioned the money but
BMRDA did not take it forward as the project itself is transferred to PWD. On 12.06 2007 separate
budget was given to BMRDA.

1. Implementation Annuity —Government will pay
2. Implementation by DBOT (eight bidders have participated)

Now the issue is - Will PWD or BMRDA pay for this project? PS PWD felt BMRDA hnas sufficient funds to
pay for the project proposal. It is a BMRDA project and PWD is technically executing it. Out of 4525
Crores, BMRDA has to pay for land acquisition only (Rs 725 Crores) rest will be taken care of by the
bidders. This project can be executed in two stages



1) North and East segment
2) South and West Segment

VGF Funding from Government of India can be obtained if the project report and original survey are
done.

Vice Chairman asked whether we need to aquaire land, is there any proposal? What is the exact current
situation? What is the length of the propose road? Is it a new road or widening of the existing road? Is
the PRR existing road or a proposed one? If the existing NICE road can be considered as PRR and extend
it till Bellary road?

ABIDe TF decision:

This can be an added access to BIAL, but it would require 3 to 4 years to materialize. In addition the
following options can be examined subject to commercial negotiation with NICE.

1. Westside connectivity can be achieved by extending the NICE road from Bangalore International
Exhibition Centre, Tumkur Road to Bellary road at 10 kilometers north of Hebbal junction.

INTEGRATION OF BMICP Road

To connect BMICP (Bangalore-Mysore Infrastructure Corridor Project) to BDA’s proposed Peripheral
Ring Road, about 300 acres acquisition is needed on both sides out of which about 144 acres belongs to
NICE Company. As per Supreme Court order we cannot extend the existing permission and under
transparency act, we cannot give the order across the table for the additional length to be developed by
NICE (instead, a bidding process is needed).

Vice Chairman said that the issue in front of ABIDe is very clear and explained the following points

1. We may consider NICE road on the west side as PRR
2. NICE to build 3.4 kilometer stretch towards BIAL, within lands owned by it.
3. BDA to take it forward from this point, and build entire eastern stretch.

In one weeks time BDA to invite NICE for a discussion on integrating BMICP Road. Dr A Ravindra,
Principal Secretary, UDD Secretary and Dr Ashwin Mahesh to attend the discussion. Such discussion to
be on equitable terms to City and NICE.

2. Eastern connectivity - PWD roads are ready up to the border of the Airport. Airport Authority of India
is not giving the permission to enter the Airport from the east, as the road is not allowed under a taxi
way. The existing runway is towards the north and the proposed second runway is coming towards the
south direction. They are going to have a taxiway between the north and south runways, therefore if
you enter from the east we have to go under the taxiway which is not allowed as per the existing civil
aviation safety norms. If these issues can be sorted out, we can resolve the issue.

The following alternate road was proposed - From Buddigere to Devanahalli there is 10 kilometers
existing SH 104. The rest of the road to the airport can be developed along the periphery along some
villages, and roads here are of 40 feet wide. Money is provided to ZP to widen the road. It doesn’t



require any permission from Airport Authority of India. This widened road will connect to NH 207 which
is in very good shape.

PWD has paid Rs 60 Lakhs to ZP to put tar; ZP needs about 7 to 8 Crores to widen this road. This road
can be widened to 60 feet which will create a 4 lane road. There is a proposal but no funding.

Vice Chairman asked PWD to go ahead with that project and asked how much money they require for
this project. PWD to come up with the proposal to widen the existing village road on the eastern side.

Review of various ABIDe Recommendations

I. Planning and city Blueprint -

1. UDD and all agencies to note and align to region wise development model/plan
2. Structure Plan, CTTS to be aligned to Abide recommendations
3. All plans for Private townships to be in line with Abide blueprint and to be approved by Abide

GoK has issued a Master Plan for 6 STRR towns, all 6 towns have the interim plan, we still have the scope
to look in to those plans and give comments and suggestions to GoK to help issue the notification.

Structure Plan and CTTS of BMRDA must align with the recommendations of the ABIDe TF.
Il. Governance and Delivery of Public services
1. BBMP to be the nodal agency for all projects in BBMP area

Coordination between the agencies is what is needed; restoration is the biggest issue now — all agencies
should work in tight coordination with BBMP.

Individual road cutting and restoration — Individuals has no right to cut and restore the road
There should be one nodal agency to dig and restore the road to ensure the quality of restoration.

Engineer in Chief has been made the nodal person to coordinate between all agencies. Small road
cutting has been delegated to zonal level.

There should be no dilution of responsibility in offering better quality of road, to make it happen;

it shall be the responsibility of any agency that takes up road cutting for works to be executed by it to
also ensure the restoration of the road to its prior condition as per specification laid down by BBMP
and jointly agreed with other agencies. BBMP has to monitor and certify the quality of the work. No
agency will pay BBMP for digging and restoration.

BBMP should set up a cell which dose joint inspection and monitoring of the restoration work.
